Last year’s Jubilee decorated corgis will be 
making a return visit to Athelington church with an even bigger display of decorated 
crowns in the churchyard and a special Family Service at 9.30am on Sunday morning, 
followed by a Royal Breakfast at Church Farm.

Further royal celebrations follow on Ascension Day, when we recall how our Lord and 
King Jesus Christ left this earth and returned to his Father, ascending into heaven to 
take his throne over all dominions and powers. There will be a special service of Holy 
Communion at Hoxne church at 7.30pm on Thursday 18th May. We also look forward 
to the coming of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost (Sunday 28th May) in wind and tongues 
of flame.
