We very much appreciated the presence of
representatives of the secular life of the villages, as we have a shared responsibility in the
building up of our communities.

We were pleased that Bishop Mike, and Rachel his wife, were able to stay for
refreshments in the church after the service to allow us to get to know them better.

Bishop Mike issued a challenge to Eleanor, me, Richard, the lay elders and all in the
parishes to spread the love of God in what we say and what we do. Working together we
must now build on what we have done so far to do just that.
